MYTHOLOGY IN MY TOWN
Σχετικά με το έργο
Students from both countries wil have to find mythological references (statues,paintings, names of shops, streets...) in their towns and compare them.
The final product wil be an interactive map by using the app my maps.
Students will be involved in a cultural exchange visiting both countries and seeing in situ the mythological references.

Στόχοι
Students are to develop their artistic competences through photography, value and understand works of art and choose and produce a modest work of art of their own by using several techniques (collage, living painting...)
Communicative skills being paramount to the development of the project.
Collaborative work throughout the project will be essential mainly by means of ICT (use of padlet, flipgrid,prezi, video editor)
Creative writing and cultural awareness are to be developed as well.   
Our project’s targets also focus on the so called “Temptation of Presentation and Storytelling” point of view, that is: practicing and mastering public speaking techniques, learning how to structure and plan effectively a speech, learning how to structure and plan effectively a presentation, listening and engaging the audience, focusing in communication and SOFT skills and making use of storytelling techniques. We believe that these skills are really crucial for our teenager students and for the schools’ communities in general. 
Διαδικασία της εργασίας 

Once the students become members in the project the teachers will match them in pairs. They will then be given some tasks to get to know each other:
*Flipgrid(video recording) This is me- oral activity
*twinmails
They will then participate in a padlet (virtual wall) in which they will include a photo of a mythological character, which they will have taken previously from a school trip to Barcelona and Thessaloniki accordingly.
They will create a online mural with the most interesting mythological characters from both cities.
They will create a Kahoot in mixed teams (2Greek students and 2 Catalan students) that will be played in our/their visits to the host countries. Each group will work on a different mythological topic (love, friendship, war, nature, beauty....)
There will also be mini speech and storytelling sessions “Once upon a time…” presented in situ or filmed and shared in the twinspace of our project.

Αναμενόμενα αποτελέσματα
Throughout the project students will acquire knowledge about a foreign country which will then be visited.
The project will enable the students to get to know each other, which will make even more exciting and enriching the fact that they will then meet personally and will be able to live together for a few days and experiment everyday life with a foreign family.
The final product will be an interactive mythological map and a a stimulating and challenging mythology storybank.
While the foreign students visit our country they will prepare an oral presentation with ICT support that will then be shown to the primary schools in the town about their country and Greek mythology, which is a good way to motivate younger children to improve their English to be able to travel abroad once they get to Secondary education.
In conclusion, our project results focus on self development, increasing our students engagement and motivation and boosting their confidence.
